Brown food bin

(All cooked and uncooked food)

Green box

Blue bag

Cans
Rinsed and squashed

Lids and caps
Jar lids, shampoo tops, 
etc.

Aerosols
Empty. Lids off

Plastic bottles
Rinsed and squashed

Plastic packaging
Rinsed food trays. 
No black plastic

Foil
Rinsed and squashed

Small electricals
such as toasters, phones 
and controllers

Batteries

Glass bottles
Rinsed, no lids

Glass jars
Rinsed, no lids

Fruit and veg
(Peelings, etc.)

Meat, fish, 
bones and  
egg shells

Cheese  
and dairy

Bread,  
pasta, rice 
and cereal

Plate  
scrapings

Coffee  
grounds  
and tea bags

You can use newspaper, a compostable liner, 
or reuse an old carrier or bread/veg bag, to 
line your caddy. Don’t include any packaging,  
including compostable.

Batteries and small electricals must be clearly  
separate. This allows our crews to put them 
safely in the truck, reducing the risk of fires.

Remove tape, flatten and fold to fit in the bag. 
No card that has food on it, like dirty pizza 
boxes. No drink cups.
